All participating athletes are required to have an FIE License, valid for the season 2024-2025 per 

the FIE Statutes and Administrative rules. 

The registration of athletes and officials from the delegations must be done through the FIE website, 

www.fie.org, respecting the deadlines specified in the FIE Rules and the quotas of delegations. 

Photos of athletes and officials from the delegations registered on the FIE website must be uploaded 

on the FIE website. Also, entries must be sent to the organizers by the competitors’ national 

federation. Entries must be sent no later than one month before the beginning of the championship.

Passport photographs should be taken over a white background with no glasses, hats, or 

accessories that may obstruct your face.

When heads of delegation collect the accreditations, they will kindly be asked to sign a form to 

confirm that the anthem and flag emailed to us match the ones that will be used during the World 

Championships.
